6. Special short term academic programs and professional development programs
7. Special shott term “shadowing” programs

8. Rural and remaote visits

The Institutions acknowledge that all visits of staff and the admission of students will be subject
to compliance with the entry and visa regulations of Japan and Australia and the I[nstitutions'
requirements in respect of admission and staff appointments.

The Institutions acknowledge that in the absence of any specific agreement to the contrary, all
expenses of salary, travel, living and allied costs will be determined at the discretion, and be the
responsibility, of the visitor's home Institution.

The friendly cooperative relationship between the two universities is established upon thz date
of signature of this agreement and will be valid for five (5) years.
